We understand that unexpected changes may occur. However, to maintain clarity for all clients, please
review the cancellation guidelines carefully. The booking amount paid at the time of reservation is
completely non-refundable under all circumstances.

Before 45 Days: 50% refund on the booking amount.
45 - 30 Days: No refund on the booking amount.
30 - 20 Days: 25% refund on the total trip cost.
